Year 11 History Trip to ‘The Doctors Show’ at The Palace Theatre, Redditch, Birmingham

The History Department is running a trip to a Revision Workshop specifically designed for Year 11 students on 14th February 2018.  
This is an invaluable opportunity for students to undertake some intensive revision in the run up to their GCSE examination.  The 
cost of this workshop is £10.
